An alternative set of instructions: perhaps way easier!!!

I had originally thought of paying (out of my own pocket) a computer designing company to attempt to create an APP to be used on phones, tablets, laptops, and computers that would replicate my tutoring process while assessing a theoretical storyboard speech recognition interactive algorithm that I had developed. 

Nope!

The cost would have been anywhere from about $50,000 dollars to maybe $250,000 dollars. I would never have seen that kind of free cash in my lifetime. However, with the advancements in computerization and AI, it’s now possible to download quite freely an APP which is “text to speech” that can read the curriculum section you choose from this website of mine (or any other reading material you want to use) that can read all of the materials on my curriculum and also from any of the copyright free materials available on the Project Gutenberg website attached in this website 
(Free eBooks | Project Gutenberg). By reading along with the speech APP you will be able to slowly (on your own) learn how to read following the spoken words from the text to speech APP with your eyes as you read along with the spoken scripts, choosing the most accessible materials at your comfort levels as you progress. It’s all been made quite simple. 

So just choose a “text to speech” APP here that is free, or get one off of a Google search, of the same type, download it onto your computer, set the speed of text reading to your comfort level, open the curriculum to where you wish to begin reading along with the APP, and then begin the process on your own.
